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The world of the 21st century is awash with the effects of globalization,
both in the economic sphere, and in information. The developments brought
by globalization have been accompanied by many downsides, including
environmental degradation and the problem of the North-South divide, which
it is incumbent upon all of us as human beings to try to solve. At the same
time, everywhere we look, we see new problems arising—an over-emphasis
on ethnic identity and regionalism—that have their origin in the collapse of
the old East-West structures of the Cold War. These ideologies are essentially
the extreme expressions of local ethnic conflicts and the contradictions
between traditional culture and the processes of modernization. However, as
yet, no one has succeeded in coming up with new paradigms that can allow
for the coexistence of these divergent global and regional (or local) forces.

Such problems are perhaps the most extreme in areas of the developing world,
and especially in the countries of Asia and Africa. These areas, which lie over
low-latitude tropical regions, have their own distinct history of development,
and they are at present facing a crucially important turning point in their
history. It is no exaggeration to say that the movements and transformations
that take place in Asia and Africa over the next decade or so will greatly
influence the shape of the world order in the 21st century.

At such a critical juncture, it is vital that we contribute socially and
academically as citizens of the world to the establishment of a new world
order that is appropriately directed toward the sustainable development of
the global community, and toward the independence and coexistence of
the Asian and African regions. In order to do so, we need to promote an
interdisciplinary and holistic approach to area studies, one that transcends
conventional disciplinary boundaries. The Graduate School of Asian and
African Area Studies offers a program of education and research based on
fieldwork, different from traditional text-reading or experimental studies, and
trains specialists in Asian and African Studies who possess an in-depth and
detailed understanding of their area of study but who are at the same time
equipped with a broad global perspective.

The expectations of the world community with regard to Japan's contributions
in overseas development aid continue to grow. In the meantime, the emphasis
in international cooperation has been changing, from material assistance
(or "hard" aid)—building infrastructure for technological or economic
development, for example—to providing personnel who are capable of
assisting in planning the realization of sustainable economic development
and social welfare policies and so on, consonant with local conditions and
needs. Successful implementation of this so-called "soft" aid hinges on a deep
understanding of the intrinsic characteristics of the areas, that is to say their
distinct ecology, society and culture. This is especially so in the management
of international aid in low-latitude tropical Asia and Africa, which are in many
respects so radically different from Japan and Euramerican countries.

ASAFAS was established precisely in order to respond to these kinds of social
and academic demands. With a five-year doctoral program as its basis, the
School places longitudinal fieldwork at the very heart of its methods, providing
a program of education and research aimed at a holistic appreciation of
ecology, society and culture in Africa and Asia, and their interrelationship. In
addition to training specialists in Asian and African area studies, the School
aims to produce personnel capable of working in the practical world of
international aid organizations. Accordingly, ASAFAS will, if requested to do
so by students, provide Master's Degrees after the usual two-year juncture, to
help with career options.

ASAFAS aims to foster pioneering area studies researchers and practitioners
equipped with a deep understanding of Asian and African areas and a global
and interdisciplinary perspective. Within the prescribed period of enrollment,
students are expected to acquire specialized knowledge of Asian and African
areas, and to develop the abilities to identify a research topic from a holistic
area studies perspective incorporating humanity-science interdisciplinary and
cross-area comparative approaches; to address that research topic through
self-directed fieldwork utilizing foreign language proficiencies, communication
skills, and logical thinking ability; and to present the findings of their research.
Also essential are the high ethical standards and strong sense of responsibility
demanded of independently active researchers and practitioners.

ASAFAS alumni play active roles as pioneering area studies researchers
equipped with a global and interdisciplinary perspective, and as promising
global professionals in various fields of industry, government, and academia as
well as international and non-governmental organizations. The acquisition of
broad-ranging specialized knowledge, the ability to identify and solve problems,
advanced communication skills, high ethical standards, and a strong sense of
responsibility are all essential to achieve profound understanding of the rapidly-
changing areas of Asia and Africa, and to tackle the complex problems therein.

To be eligible for conferral of Doctor degree of Area Studies, students must
be enrolled in the ASAFAS for the prescribed term, complete the subjects
prescribed for the five-year integrated doctoral program, obtain the standard
number of course credits (40 or more), pass the pre-doctoral thesis review
and examination with research guidance, and pass the doctoral dissertation
review and examination. The following four standards are employed in the
doctoral dissertation review and examination: 1) the dissertation in question
demonstrates innovation, creativity, originality, and logical clarity and
constitutes an outstanding scholarly contribution to Asian and African area
studies; 2) the dissertation applicant possesses a breadth and depth of scholarly
insight in area studies and high-level specialist knowledge; 3) the dissertation
applicant has acquired the experience, applied capacity, and communication
skills to take an active role as a global professional; 4) the dissertation applicant
demonstrates high ethical standards and a strong sense of responsibility in
research activity. All four of these conditions must be satisfied in order to
qualify for degree conferral.

The following four standards are employed in the pre-doctoral thesis review
and examination: 1) the pre-doctoral thesis demonstrates logical clarity and
high scholarly significance in Asian and African area studies; 2) the thesis
applicant possesses broad-ranging scholarly insight and specialist knowledge
in area studies; 3) the thesis applicant has acquired the experience and
communication skills to take an active role as a global professional; and 4)
the thesis applicant demonstrates high ethical standards and a strong sense of
responsibility in research activity. All four of these conditions must be satisfied
in order to qualify for degree conferral. Those who pass the pre-doctoral thesis
review and examination and complete the standard number of credits (30 or
more) may on the basis of their application be awarded the Master degree of
Area Studies.

@® Curriculum Policy

ASAFAS offers a five-year integrated doctoral program comprising lectures
and seminars taken in accordance with curriculum maps, in which students
acquire broad-ranging specialized knowledge and research techniques and
formulate their own research topics. Self-directed fieldwork and research
supervision by a team of faculty supervisors equip each student with the ability
to address research topics and the ability to think logically, as well as high
ethical standards and a strong sense of responsibility toward their research.
The ultimate aim is to complete a doctoral dissertation that has high academic
significance and demonstrates superior innovation, creativity, and originality.

Lectures and seminars are composed of courses common to all divisions
and subjects offered within each division, which familiarize students with
fundamental problems in area studies and approaches to them, and equip
them with a broad-ranging specialist knowledge of Asian and African areas.
These subjects also cultivate a holistic area studies perspective incorporating
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humanity-science interdisciplinary and cross-area comparative approaches.
ASAFAS also places emphasis on the acquisition of proficiency in local
languages necessary to undertake fieldwork in Asian and African areas. It
offers inter-division common courses in languages including Thai, Indonesian,
Vietnamese, Hindi, Arabic, Persian, Turkish, Swahili, and Ambharic, encouraging
students to improve their communicative skills.

Research seminars involve guidance based on in-depth interactive debate, with
a view to encouraging students to pursue original thinking and develop the
ability to conduct research independently. In Guided Research of each division,
students discuss their research with supervisors in associated fields, honing their
own awareness of problems as they pursue their fieldwork and address their
research topics. Students present and discuss their fieldwork data and findings
in seminars held within each division, cultivating their capacity to identify and
address research topics. They also present their research findings in forums
such as academic conferences and workshops within Japan and abroad, as well
as lectures attended by members of the general public. These presentations
expose students to a broad range of opinions and perspectives, enhance their
interdisciplinary knowledge, and equip them with the ability to present their
findings in the form of academic journal papers and books as well as with
communication skills as researchers and practitioners. Learning outcomes
in each curricular subject are assessed through written reports, seminar
presentations, ongoing class performance, periodic examinations, and other
means, and objectives to be attained are set out in the syllabus of each subject.

In addition to taking these curricular subjects and receiving research guidance
from their supervisors, students undertake self-directed fieldwork leading to
the production of a pre-doctoral thesis and, ultimately, a doctoral dissertation.
High ethical standards and a strong sense of responsibility as researchers and
practitioners are cultivated through research supervision and put into practice in
fieldwork. Students’ acquisition of high ethical standards is confirmed through
interactive tutorials with their supervisors conducted prior to production of the
pre-doctoral thesis and doctoral dissertation.

® Admission Policy

The educational goal of ASAFAS is to foster pioneering area studies researchers
and practitioners equipped with a deep understanding of Asian and African
areas and a global and interdisciplinary perspective. In accordance with this
goal, applicants for admission to ASAFAS are expected to demonstrate: 1)
comprehensive fundamental academic abilities and global perspectives; 2)
strong intellectual interest in the natural environments and societies of Asian
and African areas; 3) the flexible thinking and language proficiencies required
to undertake fieldwork; 4) the ability to identify and address research problems
as well as the ability to think logically; and 5) the qualities needed to develop
the communicative abilities, ethical standards, and sense of responsibility
demanded for researchers and practitioners. With the view that exchanges
among students from diverse backgrounds cultivate rich human character and
broaden the perspectives of research, we also welcome applicants who have
worked and/or experienced volunteer activities in Asian and African areas.
With a view toward increasing our contributions to the global community, as
well as toward strengthening academic exchange with Asian and African areas,
we actively accept international students as well.

Students entering ASAFAS are expected to have foundational knowledge in
their respective fields of specialization and an understanding of the natural and
social characteristics of Asian and African areas, as these provide the starting
points for international and interdisciplinary area studies. Proficiency in the
English language is also essential for comprehending prior academic literature,
presenting research findings, and engaging in international joint research. In
order to confirm that applicants possess these fundamental academic abilities,
we conduct academic assessments comprising a written examination (specialist
subject and English) at the first stage, and an oral examination at the second
stage, then make a comprehensive judgment on whether or not to admit each
applicant. In the oral examination, we refer to materials such as applicants’
university (undergraduate) academic transcripts and application form (reasons
for applying and research proposal) to assess their aptitude for area studies.
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Area Studies, and the Division of Global Area Studies.
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Like Africa, Southeast Asia has spontaneously given rise to its own history,
which has been developed and influenced by the characteristic ecology
of the tropical zones around the equator. Over the last few decades, this
region has seen a rapid transformation in its economy and societies at the
level of the nation-state. At the same time, we have also witnessed several
movements toward regional integration that transcend the boundaries of the
nation-state. Along with the dramatic economic developments that are taking
place, Southeast Asia is in fact in the process of achieving a multi-faceted
transformation, one in which its ecology, society and cultures are all working
together to produce something entirely new.

The Division of Southeast Asian Area Studies offers a program comprising
three areas of research guidance that are designed to reflect the three points
outlined above, and to allow investigation of the particular issues involved in
each. These are: "Ecology and Environment"; "Society and Development"and
"Environment, Society and Culture"

Ecology and Environment: A program of education and research in ecological
history and environmental ecology, designed to introduce the distinct features
of the ecology and environment of Southeast Asia, so shaped by interaction
with human beings.

Society and Development: A program of education and research on regional
development and transformation, with a focus on the spontaneously generated
energy and dynamism that lie behind development and transformation in
Southeast Asia.

Environent, Society and Culture: A program of education and research on the
interactions between environment, society and region, with a focus on actual
case histories that show the diverse ways in which such interactions take
place.
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The Division of African Area Studies offers programs in Livelihoods and
Ecology, Culture and Society, and Development and Sustainability to allow
for in-depth study of the issues outlined below.

(1) Shaped by its various ecosystems, Africa has its own distinct cultures,
and the people have managed to retain much of their traditional cultures
and lifestyles. Their livelihoods and natural resources are now substantially
influenced by the global economy and environmental problems. (2) Africa has
undergone a number of processes leading to state formation and integration
into the global society since the middle of the 20th century. However, the
risk of divergence and fragmentation along ethnic identity has remained
a ubiquitous problem because the basis of the socio-political order has
been fragile. (3) Post-colonial Africa faces a variety of issues, including
developmental, political, and environmental challenges; in this context,
“global standards” have often been imposed without consideration of the
intrinsic characteristics of the area. Indeed, questions about how to promote
endogenous development based on the specific potentials of Africa remain
unanswered.

Livelihoods and Ecology: This program of education and research was
designed to encourage students to explore relationships between humans
and nature in Africa. We analyze interdisciplinarily the structures, functions,
historical development, and environmental bases of livelihoods—farming,
pastoralism, hunting, gathering, fishery, commerce, and manufacturing.
And, we evaluate the particular nature of livelihood strategies and regional
economies, focusing particularly on their relationships with the broader
political, economic, and social contexts.

Culture and Society: This program of education and research was designed
to encourage students to explore the possibilities inherent in the pluralistic
and convivial society of Africa. To this end, we investigate the characteristics
of the cultural practices of different ethnic groups and explore their historical
backgrounds based on intensive fieldwork using verbal and nonverbal
approaches. We also analyze the mechanisms, historical development,
and environmental bases of culturally complex and multi-ethic societies in
contemporary Africa.
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Development and Sustainability: This program of education and research was
designed to encourage students to explore the alternative modes of knowing
and relating to the world that have originated in Africa, with the dual goals of
applying these approaches to difficulties of the modern world and contributing
to the future of humanity. We identify a number of problems faced by African
societies in the context of historical processes and social change, and examine
ways in which these problems have been addressed. We recognize “African
Potentials” as constituting a dynamic problem-solving capability that has
been created, practiced, managed, and synthesized as African societies have
engaged and negotiated with the outside world.
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Asian and African countries have undergone huge transformations in the last few
decades under the impact of globalization. These social, economic, political and
environmental changes, in particular, have given rise to a number of research
opportunities and academic challenges. These include having to deal with issues
of environmental degradation, possibilities for evolving sustainable development
agendas, mitigating poverty, and initiating dialogues to overcome regional conflicts.

The Division of Global Area Studies offers programs of study designed to encourage
students to conduct research into themes and topics that are relevant to both
understanding these global contexts that drive radical change and contribute, as
well, to offering solutions. The main focus of our approach lies in transcending
national boundaries by instead exploring large interconnected ecological, cultural
and political blocs such as the Islamic world, South Asia, or the world of the Indian
Ocean.

Peaceful Coexistence and Humanosphere: This research class will explore from
various perspectives how communities and populations in Asia and Africa cope
with conflicts and wars. It will also examine how strategies for peaceful coexistence
and sustainable livelihoods can be achieved (a sustainable "humanosphere"), given
in particular the many challenges posed by globalization.

Islamic World Studies: Comprehensive research into the unity and diversity of the
Islamic world, the thought, history and contemporary society of the regions that
belong to the Islamic world, and a number of issues shared across several regions,
including those relating to Islam in the countries of Western Europe and North
America.

South Asian and Indian Ocean Studies: Research into the various issues that are
particular to South Asia, and issues across the Indian Ocean Area centered on South
Asia, or between two or more regions in the area.
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WFZERt O3 Features

The program of study at ASAFAS encourages students to make efforts to
actually live in their area of study, doing fieldwork, identifying problems and
conducting investigations into the complex interrelationships between the
ecology, society and culture. While they are in the field, students are provided
with research guidance by collaborating local universities and research
institutes, all of which have close ties with Kyoto University, based on a
long history of conducting area studies in Asia and Africa. The programs at
ASAFAS are formulated to provide students with the guiding principles for
investigation and research based on fieldwork, and to support and lead them
eventually in writing up the results of their fieldwork into original dissertations
as part of the requirements for their doctoral degree.

The standard time for completion of the doctoral program is five years. During
this time students must complete the necessary supervised study under the
guidance of their supervising committee, undertaking three guided research
projects, that is to say Guided Research [, II, and III; accumulate the required
number of credits (a minimum of 40); complete and submit a doctoral
dissertation; and pass a thesis defence and a general examination, whereupon
they will be awarded a Doctoral Degree in Area Studies. Students should submit
a pre-doctoral thesis for their doctoral dissertation before the end of their second
year of enrollment in principle, and only those who pass the defence of their
thesis will be allowed to go on to write their doctoral dissertation.

Students who already have outstanding academic accomplishments may be
permitted to complete their degree in a shorter period than stipulated.

Those students who wish to leave the program with a Master's degree may do
so by accumulating a minimum of 30 credits, submitting a pre-doctoral thesis
and passing a general examination, whereupon they will be eligible to receive
a Master's Degree in Area Studies.

The distinctive features of research guidance offered by the ASAFAS are:

@ Introduction to Basic Issues of Area Studies and
Thoroughgoing Instruction in Approaches

The students who enroll at ASAFAS come from diverse undergraduate
backgrounds, and they also include international students as well as mature
students who are returning to university education after pursuing their careers.
The ASAFAS faculty therefore offers in an omnibus format two courses,
Introduction to Area Studies and Seminar on Asian and African Area Studies,
both of which are required courses, designed to offer an interdisciplinary
and comprehensive introduction to Asian and African area studies, which
introduce the basic issues together with the approaches used to research them.
The aim is that this will enable the students to combine and use the individual
disciplines they learned as undergraduates with the more comprehensive
discipline of area studies.

@® Acquisition of In-Depth Knowledge of Wide-
ranging Topics in Asia and Africa

Lectures cover subjects specific to students in particular ASAFAS Divisions
("Group A" subjects) as well as subjects that are open to students in all
ASAFAS Divisions ("Group B" subjects), and are given either by the Graduate
School's faculty members or adjunct lecturers: in principle students acquire
a credit after a half-term's worth of lectures. Students complete a course of
study over their first and second years involving lectures and special lectures
in their specific fields, and related subjects in their divisions. In the third year
and beyond, they are encouraged to attend classes in "Group B" subjects and
in other divisions' subjects, so that they acquire an in-depth knowledge of
a wide range of topics with the ability to put their own field in comparative
perspective.

@ Supervision and Guidance from a Supervising
Committee

The hallmark of ASAFAS is the holistic approach of its area studies.
Accordingly, rather than relying on a single academic advisor, which is the
norm in the Japanese university system, students can choose a committee of
three academic supervisors in accordance with the nature and scope of their
research topic. Of these, one person acts as the principal supervisor who is
charged with guiding the student to complete the doctoral program.

@ A Curriculum that Emphasizes Fieldwork

Students are expected to conduct independent fieldwork in their field of study,
discussing and refining their research topics through dialogue and exchange
with the members of their supervising committee. They then write up their
results, and submit them for approval by their principal supervisor. Before the
end of their third year of enrollment in principle, they submit a pre-doctoral
thesis based on the accumulation of their research topics, and this is further
developed into the paper they submit as their doctoral dissertation.

@ Opportunities to Develop Ideas in "Research
Seminars"

Students are encouraged to participate in the Research Seminars that are
held by every faculty member in their respective fields of research guidance.
In these seminars students can present their research findings from fieldwork
and build and develop them into truly original studies in their doctoral
dissertations. The Research Seminars offer an opportunity for a thoroughgoing
exchange of opinions, and are intended to help students develop their creative
ideas and conduct truly independent research.

® Opportunities to Share Findings in "Open
Seminars"

The Open Seminars are open to researchers in other fields and other graduate
schools and departments of Kyoto University, as well as interested members
of the public. By presenting their research results in front of people outside
their specific field, students gain an understanding of the significance of
sharing their ideas and discoveries in area studies with a larger audience.

ASAFAS welcomes prospective students with a strong intellectual
curiosity in the Asian and African areas. We also welcome international
students from overseas universities and mature students who are returning
to graduate study after work or after volunteer activity experience.
The ASAFAS entrance examinations consist of a two-part examination:
Examination I and Examination II.

Examination I (Written): In this examination we test students' basic knowledge
in Asian and African Area Studies, and also test comprehension of the English
language.

Examination II (Oral): In this examination we ask questions designed
to test whether applicants are suited to Asian and African Area Studies.
Transfer admission in the third year of ASAFAS is available only when there are
openings in student numbers in that particular year. Applicants are required either
to have completed coursework in a Master's program or to be considered to have
the academic ability to do so. Permission for transfer admission will be given to
those applicants who are considered to have sufficient academic ability to be able
to submit a pre-doctoral thesis either equivalent or superior to those submitted
by students in ASAFAS, and will be given on the strength of examination of the
Master's thesis and an oral examination.

ASAFAS alumni are active in a number of areas all over the world, applying
the in-depth knowledge and practical experience they gained studying the
environment, ecology, politics/economics, societies and cultures of the Asian
and African regions, and conducting field researches, as well as the ability
they developed to use this knowledge holistically in the context of their
awareness of the inherent characteristics of these areas.

Recent years have seen increasing attention given to some fields relating to
Asia and Africa. These include area studies, international cooperation and
development studies, cultural anthropology and so forth. Many of our alumni
are active as leading experts in universities and research institutes specializing
in these fields in Japan and abroad.

In the contemporary world, as globalization proceeds and the relations
between Japan and the countries in Asian and African regions continue
to develop, there is an increasing need for people who have expertise and
knowledge in a variety of areas to work in international bodies, NPOs, and
government organizations, as well as in Japanese and other corporations
all over the world. The graduates produced by ASAFAS are well able and
qualified to meet this need.

Some of our alumni have gone on to work in fields that are not directly related
to area studies. But they have still been able to put the energy, perspective,
and capacity to solve problems adeptly and in consonance with local
conditions, developed in their experience in fieldwork as students of ASAFAS,
to good use in their chosen careers.

@ Career Development Office

ASAFAS now has a Career Development Office to advise and assist
students in pursuing careers after completion of the program, and it provides
consultation for students on any related matters they wish to discuss.

Alumni active
in a number of fields are invited to give talks on a broad spectrum of subjects,
after which discussions are held with students.
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@® Ecology and Environment

In these classes students will make a comprehensive examination of the ecology
and the environment, which form the basis of life in Southeast Asia, and are
shaped by the interaction between nature and human activities, in two fields
of study: Ecological History and Environmental Ecology. In Ecological History,
students will learn about the characteristics of the natural environment, including
terrain, soil, vegetation, and aquatic zones, in relation to human activities. In
Environmental Ecology, students will learn of the values and social structures
that inform people's daily lives in relation to the ecology and the environment.

Ecological History I:Environmental change, agricultural modernization, and
depopulation of rural villages are the common phenomena in Asian countries.
Livelihood in the respective countries is closely related to each other through
the globalizing information and distribution network. Discussion will be held
on the problem and possibility of those issues based on the relevant literature
showing a variety of case studies in Asia.

Ecological History II : Students will learn theories and research methods for
studying the relationships between ecosystems and human beings. In the
theory part of the class, we will look at topics such as the effect that human
beings have on ecosystems, the changes and adaptations made by human
beings to their environments, and the relationship between environment and
health. In the research methods part, issues relating to fieldwork will play a
central role. Having covered these issues, we will then discuss environmental
problems currently faced by specific areas and by the world today, how we
should carry out research, and what we can do to tackle these problems.

Environmental Ecology I:Based on the concept of behavioral ecology, students
will learn basic ideas about animal evolution, and discuss how the behavior of
animals (including humans) evolves in ecological and social environments.

Environmental Ecology II': The aim of this course is to equip students with the
ability to inquire into and analyze issues relating to the use and conservation
of tropical bio-resources through fieldwork, as well as the ability to collate data
and publish reports on these issues. This year the class will summarize contents
of books in turn and make reports on bio-resource management.

Field Medicine: Students will learn the effects of ecosystems on human health
through case studies of Japan and Himalayan regions. We will share health
issues that exist not only in these areas but also at global level, and discuss
what to do from now on.

Research Seminar on Ecology and Environment I:Students will be given an
introduction to basic issues in the characteristics of the natural environment
in Southeast Asia and the social ecosystems that surround it, and the research
methods used to investigate them.

Research Seminar on Ecology and Environment II: Students will examine
specific examples relating to the above fields of inquiry, and learn how to
structure their research topics and choose methods of approach.

Research Seminar on Ecology and Environment II : Students will gain a
comprehensive understanding of the issues and research methods relating
to the above fields of inquiry. Appraisal and guidance will be given from a
multiplicity of angles on the writing up of their doctoral dissertations.

Research Seminar on Ecology and Environment IV : Students will be instructed
in the latest issues and research methods relating to the above fields of
inquiry. Evaluation and guidance will be given on the content of their doctoral
dissertations, with discussion among students themselves, with a view to each

student producing creative and independent research.
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@ Society and Development

Over the past centuries, a huge number of transformations have taken place in
Southeast Asia, and continue to take place, relating to colonial rule, nationalism,
development, globalization, and democratization. In these classes, students will
study aspects of these transformations in a comprehensive manner. While we will
focus on the modern and contemporary periods, mainly in Southeast Asia, we
may extend the time period and widen the spatial sphere of our study, as required.

History and Society : Discontent still remain among the peoples of East Asia
regarding Japanese people's historical awareness. Many countries in Southeast
Asia, directly or indirectly, suffered from Japans' rule in a variety of forms in the
past. However, as yet, few countries in Southeast Asia have raised their voices in
complaint about the damage they suffered, in comparison with the countries in
East Asia, either on the level of the general populace or on the level of the nation-
state. (The reasons for this will be considered in the class.) Because of this, it is
doubtful that many people in Japan are even properly aware that in the first half
of the 20th century Japan occupied Southeast Asia. Whatever topics we choose
to study in Southeast Asia, and whatever disciplines we choose to study them
with, it is essential that we understand the relationship that Japan had with the
area we choose. In this course of lectures we will therefore review the relations
that Japan has had with every country (or region) in Southeast Asia. We will also
look at texts that treat these topics in more detail, as required.

Religion and Society : Knowing religious thought, and worldview is of vital
importance when we are to understand Southeast Asian Society profoundly. This
class attempts to enrich our vocaburary to talk about the region through religious
perspective by reading major works in the field.

State and Society I (Comparative State Formation) : This class is to focus on the
Indonesian politics from the comparative perspective. The 32-years authoritarian
Suharto regime ended in 1998 and the democratization and decentralization
started in Indonesia. That was one of the most important successful democratic
transitions not only in Southeast Asia but also in the world. Indonesian politics
has changed both at the national and local levels. This class will learn several
analytical perspectives on this democratization. The topics will cover electoral
politics, politics of environment, politics of money and corruption and others with
a comparative perspective.

State and Society II (Gender and Society) : This class explores anthropological
theories and cultural theories as analytical perspectives for understanding various
phenomena in current Southeast Asia. Topics are flexibly addressed based
on the participants' interests. Through reading micro-level ethnographies and
anthropological works, not limited to Southeast Asia, participants aim to articulate
events encountered in their research locations, elevating them into discussions that
contribute to regional understanding.
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Religious History : This class addresses the historical development of religion,
especially Islam, in maritime Southeast Asia. Although peripherally located in
the Islamic world, this region embraces a large Muslim population. Researchers
have begun to pay much more attention to Islam in Southeast Asia, and we can
no longer regard it as superficial. This class will discuss Islamic thoughts and
movements in this region during the modern era through reading major studies in
this field. It will also consider the relationship between the region and the outer
Islamic world. Its objectives are to acquire fundamental knowledge of the history
of Islam in Southeast Asia and understand the issues discussed in previous studies.

Research Seminar on Society and Development I: A seminar on basic issues and
methods of approaches used for a comprehensive investigation on various aspects
and possible future directions of development and transformation in Southeast
Asia from both the macro and micro perspectives.

Research Seminar on Society and Development I A seminar on specific examples
relating to the above field of inquiry, and on constructing a research topic and
methods of approach.

Research Seminar on Society and Development I A seminar designed to give
students a comprehensive overview of issues and research methods in the above
field of inquiry. Evaluation and guidance from a multi-angled perspective will be
given to help students write their doctoral dissertations.

Research Seminar on Society and Development IV: A seminar on latest issues
and research methods in the above field of inquiry. Evaluation and guidance
will be given to students on their doctoral dissertations, with discussion amongst
the students themselves, in order to help students conduct truly creative and
independent research.

@ Environment, Society and Culture

In these classes students will look in a manner that is at once focused and
broadsweeping at the ecological environment and the human environment; at history,
culture, and society; and at politics and economics, in Southeast Asia. A variety of
issues will be examined, including the one of sustainability, faced by Southeast Asian
society and communities in the context of various dynamics, at the level of living
space and at the site of production, whether in farming, forestry or fishing villages or
in the towns and cities, and also from a multilayered viewpoint: that of the household,
community and region, up to the level of the state, and even the globe. As students
acquire the tools, including language, to learn about their area of study, they will learn
how to consider matters empirically, on the basis of fieldwork, which will help them
obtain new insights into the particular features of the region.

History of Southeast Asia : This class will investigate problems and issues in the
historiography of Southeast Asia. Students will examine a number of texts that
consciously problematize the meta-narratives that underlie many historical accounts,
and attempt to look for new paradigms for writing history.

Nature and Agriculture in Southeast Asia : From a historical viewpoint on human-
nature interaction, this class will look at nature and agriculture in Southeast
Asia. Southeast Asia has a unique history to generate great bio-diversity on
nature and to co-exist with various people in society. The student will firstly
learn about concept and basic methodology for understanding a history on
human-nature interaction, and then deepen knowledge on the history in
Southeast Asia.

Hydrology and Climatology : An understanding of hydrology is essential for an
understanding of the areas we make our object of study, and also for when we
consider the measures to take for water-related issues. In these lectures, explanations
will be given on the interaction between human activity and hydrology, with
examples given from the immediate surroundings.

Economic Approach to Southeast Asia I: Students will consider and discuss the
connections and the applicability (or non-applicability) of recent economic theories
to the distinctive characteristics, structures and policy issues of the economies of
Southeast Asia that have been elucidated by Area Studies and regional economics,
through a critical investigation of existing research. The instructor's area of
specialization is in the behavior and relationships of individual entities in the economy
rather than in macroeconomics; and in finance, corporations, and trading systems
rather than in households, consumption and labor. This year, specific topics will be
decided based on the wishes of students taking the class. Lectures will include book
summaries by students, and research reports (inside and outside class). The idea is to
introduce students to as much research in the field as possible.
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Economic Approach to Southeast Asia II (Industrial Development) : This course
studies development economics and industrial development-- organizations,
firms, labor, innovation, productivity, trade, industrial policy, global value chains,
urbanization, or agglomeration in developing or emerging economies. This course
applies microeconomic theory to analysis of industry or firms in East Asia, Southeast
Asia or Affrica that have been elucidated by area studies and economic history. It
builds from the microeconomic model of firm behavior and extends to the analysis of
why firms and industries sometimes grow. We study empirical examples to evaluate
theory, focusing on the effects of policy or changes in market condition on firm's
economic outcomes. Topics cover broader areas of economic development and
growth process. The readings and course materials will be available online.

Comparative Studies of Rural Societies : After a brief look at the history of academic
treatises, principally anthropological, into the development of farmers as an object of
research, and the process by which rural society became set off as a discrete entity
with the emergence of the city, the class will then read some of the major texts and
monographs on rural society in Southeast Asia and East Asia, to examine the basic
character and transformations down through the years of Asian rural societies, and
think about the form they might take in future. There will then be an opportunity for
an exchange of ideas and opinions on methods to be used in conducting surveys and
investigations, such as how to organize data and information collected in the field,
and how best to present such data in dissertations.

Conflict and Peace in Southeast Asia : This course will explore the history and
dynamics of conflict and conflict management in Southeast Asia. It is basically
geared toward graduate students interested in consuming and producing research on
conflict. We will review some important works of the literature and discuss different
aspects of conflict in Southeast Asia. The course will also provide students with the
ability to understand and analyze the relationship among state, society and conflict.
Student interested in non-Southeast Asia are also encouraged to participate in the
class for broadening their perspective.

History of Islam in Southeast Asia : This course explores historical dynamics of
Islamization and vernacularization in Southeast Asia. Major topics to be covered
include the rise of regional sultanates, the conversion of local populations, the
development of vernacular Muslim cultural expressions, and the impact of European
colonialism on Muslim communities in the region. Through this course of directed
readings and active class discussion, students will familiarize themselves with the
historical formation and development of Muslim societies of Southeast Asia. This can
provide an important foundation for the further study and understanding of modemn
/ contemporary developments in the region, as well as perspective on the way in
which distinctive local cultures formed across the archipelago in dynamic interaction
with other traditions originating in East Asia, South Asia, the Middle East, and Europe.

Area Studies Project Designing : The objective is to assist students in designing
their own research projects.

Research Seminar on Environment, Society and Culture I : Students will be taught an
understanding of the complex interrelationships between environment and culture
in Southeast Asia, and various aspects of the connections between society, culture,
politics and economics. Through a comparison of various areas within Southeast
Asia they will acquire a knowledge of the methodologies and basic issues specific to
the region as well as precipitating processes.

Research Seminar on Environment, Society and Culture II : In this research seminar,
students will examine specific examples in the above field of inquiry, and leamn how
to structure their research topics and the methods to use in their approaches.

Research Seminar on Environment, Society and Culture 11 : In this research seminar
students will learn a comprehensive grasp of issues and research methods in the
above field of inquiry. Appraisal and guidance will be given from a multiplicity of
angles on the writing up of their doctoral dissertations.

Research Seminar on Environment, Society and Culture 1V : In this research seminar
students will be taught the latest issues and research methods in the above field of
inquiry. They will discuss each other's doctoral dissertations, and will be given appraisal
and guidance with a view to conducting truly creative and independent research.
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@ Courses Common to All Departments in the Division

Guided Research on Southeast Asian Area Studies I : Students will discuss the content
of their research on the individual issues that form the basis of their pre-doctoral thesis
and will be given training on research approaches and methods for fieldwork.

Guided Research on Southeast Asian Area Studies 1T : Students will discuss the
content of their research on the individual issues that form the basis of their
doctoral dissertation and will be given training in making their dissertation more
interdisciplinary and academically thorough.

Guided Research on Southeast Asian Area Studies II: Students will discuss the
content of their research in relation to the individual issues that arise and will be given
training in making it more integrated and academically thorough, with an eye toward
writing their doctoral dissertations.

Asian Area Studies On-site Seminar I: Students will gain an understanding of the
individual traits of the ecology, societies, and cultures rooted in the region, as well as
learning the fieldwork techniques for discovering research issues in the contemporary
problems that the region is facing.

Asian Area Studies On-site Seminar IT : Students will learn the fieldwork techniques for
discovering research issues in the contemporary problems that the region is facing.

Asian Area Studies On-site Seminar III : Students will take their research into specific
issues discovered in the process of fieldwork and present it to or discuss it with
international institutions, NGOs, or research institutions, as well as carrying out
practical activities appropriate to their research issues as necessary.

Special Lecture on State and Society T : The goal of this course is to provide an
overview of the history, society, culture, and religion of Tibet and Bhutan, and to
understand the Tibetan cultural sphere, including Bhutan, from multiple perspectives.
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@ Livelihoods and Ecology

These classes explore relationships between humans and nature in
Africa. Using ecological approaches in the broad sense, we analyze the
structures, functions, historical development, and environmental bases of
livelihoods—farming, pastoralism, hunting, gathering, fishery, commerce,
and manufacturing. And, we re-evaluate the particular nature of livelihood
strategies and regional economies, focusing specifically on their relationships
with the broader political, economic, and social contexts.

Agricultural Ecology : This course aims to clarify the current status of
agriculture in Africa as it relates to ecological and social changes resulting
from globalization. Additionally, we consider “African ways” for achieving
sustainable development that are based on a deep understanding of the
relationships between food, the economy, and energy, as practiced by
residents of rural areas.

Environmental Studies in Africa : Our recent surveys in Africa have identified
numerous developments in all spheres of life; these include population
increases, urbanization, economic changes (oil and mineral exploitation,
changes in the flow of goods, increased activity by foreign investors), changes
in attitudes and behavior toward the environment (use of forest resources,
the effect of ecosystems, and climate change), and changes in the legal and
electoral systems. This class considers, through lectures and practical training,
transformations occurring in the natural and social environments of Africa
and discusses how researchers could approach them.

Historical Ecology : The format of this course involves lectures on human-
ecosystem interactions and historical changes therein, delivered by the
instructor. Following these lectures, which will reference a variety of case
studies of the Central African Forest, the instructor and the students will
discuss the relevance of human-ecosystem interaction studies to issues of
biodiversity conservation and sustainable development.

Ecology for Area Studies : An area is a space characterized by geographical
conditions and historical backgrounds, and the area-specific ecosystems
have developed there through the interactions between unique organisms
and distinctive environments. In this course, we will learn and discuss the
ecological approaches to understand the area-specific lives of organisms and
humans from the cases of research areas investigated by ASAFAS.

@ Culture and Society

These classes explore the possibilities offered by the pluralistic, convivial
society of Africa. To this end, we investigate the characteristics of the cultural
practices of different ethnic groups and explore their historical underpinnings
based on intensive fieldwork using verbal and nonverbal approaches. We will
also analyze the mechanisms underpinning the historical development and
environmental bases of the culturally complex and multi-ethnic societies in
contemporary Africa.

African Urban Society : The societies of most cities in Sub-SaharanAfrica have
been formed under a succession of influences of outside countries, whether
it was with the slave trade in centuries past, or, in later centuries the colonial
rule of European countries, or, recently, globalization. This class will examine
research on African cities, where the local is always in competition with
the global, with the aim of providing a multi-faceted understanding of the
dynamics of urban society in Africa

Interaction Studies : Using multi-disciplinary research data I have collected, this
course discusses the system that organizes human interactions with special
emphasis on the use of various natural and social resources among people
in contemporary African societies. Each academic year, I will select a theme
pertaining to this subject and develop empirical and theoretical argument
together with the course participants.

Livelihoods and Creativities in Africa : One of the most important parts of daily
life in contemporary Africa consists of livelihood activities, such as agriculture,
cattle breeding, craftworks, retail, etc. By sharing the results of the fieldwork in
Ethiopia, we will shed light on local peoples’ attitudes to environmental and
social transformation in contemporary Affrica, the importance of human-object

relationships in African life, and the creativity generated through interactions
between researchers and local people in the context of livelihood.

@ Development and Sustainability

This class explores the use of alternative modes of knowing and relating to
the world that have originated in Africa with the dual goals of applying these
approaches to difficulties of the modern world and contributing to the future
of humanity. The class identifies problems faced by African societies in the
context of historical processes and social change, and examines ways in
which these problems have been addressed. We recognize "African Potentials"
as constituting a dynamic problem-solving capability that has been created,
practiced, managed, and synthesized as African societies have engaged and
negotiated with the outside world.

Local Knowledge and Endogenous Development : In previous years this course
has examined various issues in agriculture in Africa and their historical
development focusing mainly on the relationship between human society
and plants (theories of agricultural science, anthropology, ecology, crop
evolution, ethno-botany, domestication). This year we will look at the issue
of indigenous knowledge, treating it as a cultural resource accumulated
by people in Africa over many centuries, and at the types of people who
use it (who may be new social groups), as a way of examining problems in
development in rural society. Rural villages, education, museums, biological
diversity, manufacturing, and markets will be key words in our approach to
these problems.

Development in Africa : We cannot discuss contemporary African societies
without considering the issue of "development". In some cases, "development”
involves changes in the circumstances within which people live ordinary lives.
Such circumstantial changes include increasing contact with the state, the
penetration of the market economy, and the transmutation of communities. In
other cases, it involves the conscious initiation of actions by external agents
or inhabitants. This class addresses, from a historical perspective, a wide
range of development-related phenomena in present-day Africa and examines
their substance, background, and influence on people, as well as the nature
of initiatives that have emerged in relation to such phenomena. Our recent
surveys in Africa have identified numerous developments in all spheres of
life; these include population increases, urbanization, economic changes (oil
and mineral exploitation, changes in the flow of goods, increased activity by
foreign investors), changes in attitudes and behavior toward the environment
(use of forest resources, the effect of ecosystems, and climate change), and
changes in the legal and electoral systems. This class considers, through
lectures and practical training, transformations occurring in the natural and
social environments of Africa and discusses how researchers could approach
them.

Wildlife Conservation : Wildlife conservation is an important global issue
as it concerns the preservation of biodiversity in a variety of ecosystems
throughout the world. On the other hand, for people who live in the habitats
of endangered animals, wildlife conservation is a problem that is highly
specific to the region and framed in terms of a particular local history and
way how they think about animals. This class takes a fresh look at wildlife
conservation as one contemporary problem in which global and local
concerns intersect, and students gain an understanding of the relevant basic
concepts through a range of readings and class discussions.

‘Water, Sanitation and Hygiene : Water is vital for human life, and excreta (human
waste) is necessarily generated from daily life. Securing water, sanitation and
hygiene (called WASH) is one of the major challenges in sub-Saharan Africa. In
this course, students will learn the present conditions, impact on health and the
environment, management, and human-environment-society interaction of WASH,
followed by the discussion on the ways to achieve WASH for sub-Saharan Africa.
Students will also learn how to obtain physico-chemical and microbiological data
on WASH in the field.
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ASAFAS

® Courses Common to All Departments in the
Division

Tropical Diseases : Most researchers in ASAFAS do fieldwork in the Asian

or African regions. These regions have many illnesses that are not found in

Japan, especially contagious diseases. Students will deepen their knowledge

of these illnesses and acquire the knowledge they need to conduct their
fieldwork while maintaining their health.

Development in Practice : The materials for this course is drawn from case
studies of technical cooperation projects in Africa considering objectives of
the project and phenomena that are observed in and around the project. The
course introduces the outline of development cooperation. It is followed by
discussions on definitions of development, reality of each stakeholder of the
project (beneficiaries, local administrators, development workers and others).
Lastly, attitude, behaviour, roles and required ability of development workers
in development practices are suggested.

African Politics : The course is to deepen our understanding of the
fundamentals of African Politics and grasp the basic concepts necessary for
its analysis, thereby bearing in mind the multiplicity of political arrangements
in sub-Saharan Africa, and comparing the similarity of political events and
phenomena that have occurred there as clues.

Culture and Society of Nomadic Peoples : This course discusses the dynamics
of place construction by human/non-human assemblages in contemporary
African pastoral societies, using multi-disciplinary theories, ethnographies
and research data I have collected. In the 2022 course, we will consider the
ecology of place with setting "assemblage" as the key concept, based on both
the lecturer's field research on East African pastoralists and the literature
review of the relevant studies such as anthropology of domestication, place
and space and anthropocene.

GIS Data Analysis : Geographic Information System (GIS) is a system for
handling digital maps, and it can represent and analyze data collected in field
surveys and existing data such as satellite images on maps. In this course,
students will learn the basic concepts of GIS and how to use the software
through practical training.

Statistics for Field Science : This course starts with knowing when statistics
is necessary and unnecessary in field research and covers the “basic
statistics for field researchers,” including statistical estimation and tests, data
independence, random sampling, probability distributions and regression
analysis. We’ 1l also spend sufficient time on exercises using the R, a free
statistical software, for the students to learn the basics of statistical analysis.

Innovative Africa and SDGs : In order to achieve sustainable development in
Africa, we need to address the existing problems and promote technological
and social innovation while also learning about the initiatives taken in Africa
as well as the formation of local knowledge in communities. Thus, this course
offers a holistic view of Africa and Africa's potential from its ecological,
economic, political, technological, cultural, and historical backgrounds from
diverse disciplines. We also encourage the mutual exchange of ideas between
students from African countries and students studying African affairs. This
course is associated with the Innovative Africa program (IAfP), and, as a part
of this course, the students will present at the International-Joint Conference
of IAfP.
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Research Seminar on African Areas Studies I : Students will learn basic issues
and methods in African area studies.

Research Seminar on African Areas Studies II : Students will examine specific
examples in African area studies that illuminate how to structure research
topics and how to apply appropriate methods for their elucidation. Evaluations
and guidance will be offered based on a broad-based understanding of areas
of expertise relating to research for a pre-doctoral thesis.

Research Seminar on African Areas Studies Il : Students will gain a
comprehensive understanding of the issues addressed by, and the research
methods in, African area studies. Appraisal and guidance will be given from a
multiplicity of angles on the writing up of their doctoral dissertations.

Research Seminar on African Areas Studies 1V : Students will be taught the
latest issues and research methods in African area studies. They will discuss
each other’s doctoral dissertations, and will be given evaluation and guidance
with a view to conducting truly creative and independent research.

Guided Research on African Area Studies I : Students will discuss the content
of their research on the individual issues that form the basis of their pre-
doctoral thesis and do practical work in advancing their approaches and
methods for fieldwork.

Guided Research on African Area Studies I : Students will discuss the
content of their research on the individual issues that form the basis of their
doctoral dissertation and do practical work in making the dissertation more
interdisciplinary and thorough.

Guided Research on African Area Studies IIT : Students will discuss the content
of their research in connection with the individual issues that arise and do
practical work in making it more integrated and thorough, with an eye toward
writing their doctoral dissertations.

African Area Studies On-site Seminar I: Students will gain an understanding
of the individual traits of the ecologies, societies, and cultures rooted in the
region, as well as learning the fieldwork techniques for discovering research
issues in the contemporary problems that the region is facing.

African Area Studies On-site Seminar II : Students will learn the fieldwork
techniques for discovering research issues in the contemporary problems that
the region is facing.

African Area Studies On-site Seminar III : Students will take their research
into specific issues discovered in the process of fieldwork and present it to
or discuss it with international institutions, NGOs, or research institutions, as
well as carrying out practical activities appropriate to their research issues as
necessary.
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@ Peaceful coexistence and Humanosphere

What would it mean for communities and societies in Asia and Africa
to realize the ideal for peaceful coexistence and achieving sustainable
livelihoods? This theme will concern our research and teaching effort in the
module “Peaceful Coexistence and the Humanosphere". The question of the
relationships between humans and their environments has, in fact, always
been a central one in Area Studies, but as globalization has begun to unfold,
the issues that surround it have become even more intense and complex. In
the classes offered in this Department, students will research and engage with
the concerns and questions related to the study of peaceful coexistence and
sustainable humanosphere.

Theory of Peace and Coexistence: The purpose of this course is to review and
debate the basic theories that make up the new field of Peaceful Coexistence.
While keeping our broad focus on the discipline of political science, we will
explore the applicability of Peaceful Coexistence in specific regions and
contexts. We will particularly be examining the theories and literature related
to themes concerning violent conflict, state formation, nationalism, political
regimes, democracy, democratization, and the institutionalization of peaceful
coexistence. The overall emphasis will be on understanding the conditions for
realizing Peaceful Coexistence in the world.

Peace and War in the Middle East: We will review some of the basic
perspectives on Peace and War in the Middle East and North Africa by
discussing select cases studies in the 20th and 21st centuries. A second
concern will involve exploring and analyzing the contemporary refugee
crisis by tracing its origins in the Middle East of the 1940's, and discussing
the region’s continued challenges in recent years with handling the issue of
refugees and displaced persons.

An Interdisciplinary Approach to Sustainable Humanosphere : In this class we
will mainly use review papers written in English to get an understanding of the
basic ideas and concepts useful for any approach to the study of sustainable
humanospheres, based on natural sciences such as agricultural science and
ecology, and informatics.

Sustainable Humanosphere and the environment : This class will explore
and discuss the relationships between sustainability, the humanosphere and
the environment. The four broad themes that will be examined in this effort
will be a) environmental history b) political ecology c) ecological theories
and d) climate change discourses. The focus will be aimed at rehearsing and
debating some of the key readings, biographies and ideas on the four themes
and exploring ways to further deepen our understanding of the notion of the
humanosphere.

Sustainable Humanosphere in Arid Areas: This class will consider the ways
in which systems for sustainable humanospheres have developed historically
in the arid areas of the Middle East and North Africa. This year, we will look
specifically at economic systems based on Islamic thought that have been
implemented from pre-modern times in these areas and are still in use to this
day, and investigate the appropriate methodologies to use to study them.

Contemporary Middle East and North Africa: This class will consider the
contemporary transformation of these arid areas, including the developments of
regional systems. It will also focus on the Islamic world as a meta-area, with its
political and social aspects, the ideas of pan-Islamic solidarity and Islamic trans-
national networks.

Approaches to Area Studies : Monsoon Asia is a unique region in the
world; densely populated and highly civilized from ancient times, based
on rice cultivation and trade. To grasp the happenings and characteristics
of this area, holistic and interdisciplinary approaches are essential. This
lecture aims at contributing to understand how rural livelihoods or
societies evolved and transformed with natural environment and human
action on it, based on case studies both in South and Southeast Asia.
The lecture is given by presenting sets of hypothesis and students are
requested to contribute in establishing more solid arguments.

Refugee Studies: This course aims to study the basic forms of power
relations embedded in the refugeehood, and understand what has gone
wrong with the refugee regime. To address these issues, the course
employs transdisciplinary approaches from political science, philosophy,
anthropology, cultural studies, and sustainable humanosphere studies.
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® Islamic World Studies

Students do integrated research on the unity and diversity of the Islamic world
and the thought, history, and contemporary societies of regions that belong
to the Islamic world, especially the Middle East, North Africa, and Central
Asia. Comparisons among the regions, the Islamic world as a “meta area”
in international relations, Islam in Western Europe and North America, and
other questions that affect the Islamic world as a whole or multiple regions
will also be the objects of research.

Study of the Islamic World I, I : This course provides the disciplinary foundations
for studying the Islamic world. In addition to mastering the fundamentals of
Islamic studies, students will aim to acquire the ability to express themselves and
share information about basic questions in this field. In addition to discussing the
basic questions connected with each topic, they will conduct debates based on
current academic knowledge and research.

Sufism and Tariga Studies I~IV : When researching Sufism, tariga, or reverence
for wali, one needs to study many genres of documents. In this course, we will
read a succession of major documents in these areas.

Islamic Society and Economics I: After looking at the basic structures of Islamic
law as a means of understanding Islamic society and economics, students will
learn about the theories that underlie the development and practice of Islamic
finance, which has grown rapidly in recent years.

Reading Original Arabic TextsT~ 1 We will research Islamic politics, economics,
law and society through lectures and reading of original Arabic texts. The
object of our research will be a group of major themes that tie history
and the present day together, and we will choose high-quality primary
sources. In addition, we will search the primary sources and cultivate a
basic viewpoint by sifting through them.

Central Asian Area Studies:We will mainly focus on the former Soviet Central
Asia (Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Kyrghyzstan, Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan),
which is located in the center of the Eurasian continent. While its traditional
culture is based on the Persian and Turkic languages and Islam, it is an
extremely interesting region that was also strongly affected by Russian and
Soviet culture and experienced Soviet socialism and modernization. Students
are expected to gain basic academic viewpoints for better understanding of
this region through looking back at its modern history.

The Study of Ottoman Sufism I - II : Instead of its importance, Islamic thought
in the Ottoman period has not yet fully researched. This lecture focuses on
Sufism. Also it focuses on Ottoman classical texts from among the three major
academic languages of Ottoman culture, i.e. Arabic, Persian and Ottoman
Turkish. As the base of this aim, students will learn the grammar of Ottoman
Turkish in class I and will be trained in the classical Ottoman Turkish texts in
class II.

Asian and African Sufi Studies : Sufism is expanding in almost all the area
of Islamic World. This lecture discusses its various phases from the three
approaches, i.e. Metaphysics, historical studies and anthropology.

Special Course in Islamic World Studies : This course is designed to promote
a better understanding of Islam in general and Islamic society in particular,
by studying some issues and concepts that have been the subject of debate
in the media and the academia from the perspective of Islamic sciences. The
students will learn how Muslims make sense of various problems related to
the contemporary Islamic world, and find solutions for them from the Islamic
sciences, by looking at the process of producing knowledge from the religious
texts that is embedded in the course as three different type of contents that
are ‘history,” ‘theory’ and ‘application.’

@ South Asian and Indian Ocean Studies

We will research South Asia itself and the wide area known as the Indian
Ocean world, which includes South Asia, Southeast Asia, the Middle East,
East Africa, and East Asia, which are deeply interrelated in pan-Indian Ocean
networks. In addition to taking up questions that are unique to the South
Asian region, we will also look at a variety of questions that concern all the
areas or several areas around the Indian Ocean for which South Asia serves
as the focal point.

South Asian Area Studies I:In order to understand the events and phenomena
in a region, one needs to understand concepts and theories in the humanities
and social sciences. In this course, we will discuss these basic concepts and
theories, especially sociological and anthropological ones, touching on their
intellectual history. We will also look at ways of employing these types of
knowledge in the processes of fieldwork or in writing dissertations.

South Asian Area Studies II: We will discuss the specifics of South Asian
society and culture with reference to the major ethnographic research
about that region. We will also discuss research questions and frameworks
concerning this region, especially those based on sociology and anthropology.
We will also look at ways of employing these types of knowledge in the
processes of fieldwork or in writing dissertations.

South Asian Area Studies and Cultural Theories : South Asian Area Studies
has produced many cultural theories that had impacts on the studies of
other areas. Of course theories that were produced from other areas have
influenced the studies of South Asia. This seminar will examine cultural
theories that may be useful to area studies.

Politics in South Asia: The purpose of this course is to provide a basic
introduction to South Asian politics. Though focusing on India, the course will
also cover Pakistan, which was also part of erstwhile British India. Specifically,
the course will cover the process of Partition and the complex dynamics that
have shaped democratic politics in India. In particular, the review of the
existing literature and academic writings on the one-party dominant system of
the Indian National Congress and its decline; the rise of identity politics and
the emergence of religious nationalism. The course will also explore the cycle
of civilian and military rule in Pakistan, with the aim of providing students
with larger conceptual contexts for understanding South Asian politics.

Studies on the Indian Ocean World : Researching documents, along with
fieldwork, is one of the most important tasks in area studies. In this class, we
will read travel reports from 19th century British diplomats in detail and take
the image of the Indian Ocean world as seen by Europeans of the period as a
means of considering the antecedents of the contemporary South Asian world
and its peripheral areas.

Himalayan Area Studies: We will discuss social, cultural, ecological
characteristics of the Himalayas by looking at key anthropological and
ethnographic on the area. We will identify major issues and discuss
methodological approaches for researching the area (with an emphasis on
anthropological approaches). We will further discuss how we can utilize those
literature and approaches in our own fieldwork and dissertation writing.

Islam in South Asia:South Asia has the world” s largest population of
Muslims, which has given it major political, philosophical, and social influence
over the entire Islamic world. In this class, we will consider the dynamic
state of South Asian Muslims from several points of view and reassess the
importance of South Asia to the Islamic world as a whole.

Civil Society in Asia : This class aims to review and discuss the basic issues of
civil society theory by examining the case studies of several Asian countries
with an emphasis on South Asia. The main themes will include: a) the
genealogy of the concepts; b) Marxist ideas and Gramscian Hegemony; c)
global civil society and d) the application to India and Muslim countries.

Environment and Culture in South Asia : South Asia has nurtured a variety of
cultures in a diverse environment that includes the world's highest mountain,
Everest, to the Indian Ocean region. On the other hand, in recent years,
many environmental problems, such as air pollution, garbage problems, and
disasters, have been reported. In this class, we will approach the environment
as a starting point for understanding the contemporary aspects of South Asia
from the perspective of cultural anthropology and ethnographic research.
First, we will examine the issues surrounding the environment in South
Asia from the perspective of purity and divine spirits. Then, we will explore
how the environment has been perceived and discussed in the context of
modernity, referring to case studies and ethnography.
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Reading in Nepali I: Nepali is spoken not only in Nepal, but in many places
including in India, Bhutan and Myanmar. There is an increasing number
of Nepali speakers living in Japan as well. There are also lively publication
activities including Nepali newspapers, magazines, journals, and books. This
course is intended for those who do research on Nepali speaking areas, or
otherwise use Nepali in their research, and aims for improvement of Nepali
reading ability.

Reading in Nepali II': This class aims for advanced Nepali reading skills,
through enhancing vocabulary and reading highly specialized writing
genres. We will also discuss translation methods.

® Courses Common to All Departments in the

Research Seminar on Global Area Studies I: This course will elucidate

correlations between glocalization and regional identity, the basis for

sustainable existence in Asia and Africa, and the special features of the

Islamic world, South Asia, and the Indian Ocean, from the perspective of

global area studies. We will also hold seminars concerning the basic clusters
of problems and methodological approaches in global area studies.

Research Seminar on Global Area Studies II': Students will take up specific
issues in the aforementioned fields. This course provides training on basic
issues and methodological approaches to the study of South Asia and the
study of the Islamic world.

Research Seminar on Global Area Studies II': Students will be given overall
training on how to formulate research questions and research methods
for the aforementioned fields. In addition, we will provide evaluations and
guidance from a wide variety of perspectives to help them write their doctoral
dissertations.

Research Seminar on Global Area Studies IV : Students will take up advanced
problems and research methods in the aforementioned fields. In addition,
they will hold deeper discussions on their doctoral dissertations and be
provided with evaluations and guidance that will help them conduct creative,
independent research.

Guided Research on Global Area Studies I: Students will discuss the content
of their research on the individual issues that form the basis of their pre-
doctoral thesis and will be given training on research approaches and
methods for fieldwork.

Guided Research on Global Area Studies II : Students will discuss the content
of their research on the individual issues that form the basis of their doctoral
dissertation and will be given training in making it more interdisciplinary and
academically thorough.

Guided Research on Global Area Studies II : Students will discuss the content
of their research in connection with the individual issues that arise and will be
given training in making it more integrated and academically thorough, with
an eye toward writing their doctoral dissertations.

Global Area Studies On-site Seminar I : Students will gain an understanding of
the individual traits of the ecology, societies, and cultures rooted in the region,
as well as learning the fieldwork techniques for discovering research questions
in the contemporary problems that the region is facing.

Global Area Studies On-site Seminar II : Students will learn the fieldwork
techniques for discovering research questions in the contemporary problems
that the region is facing.

Global Area Studies On-site Seminar Il : Students will take their research
into specific questions discovered in the process of fieldwork and make
presentations on them at international institutions, NGOs, or research
institutions. They will also carry out practical activities appropriate to their
research questions as necessary.
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Introduction to Area Studies : Faculty members within the graduate school use
their own research as the basis for discussing the characteristics of area studies
along with its history, results, prospects, and issues in omnibus format.

Seminar on Asian and African Area Studies : These are seminars in which
students who have taken Introduction to Area Studies (lectures) discuss among
themselves what they think of the questions raised in the lectures and put
together their own research projects in area studies.

Open Seminar on Asian Area Studies : Students present the results of their own
work in Asian area studies and conduct discussions in conferences or symposia
that are open to researchers from this university and others as well as the
public.

Open Seminar on African Area Studies : Students present the results of their
own work in African area studies and conduct discussions in conferences or
symposia that are open to researchers from this university and others as well
as the public.

Open Seminar on Global Area Studies : Students present the results of their
own work in global area studies and conduct discussions in conferences or
symposia that are open to researchers from this university and others as well
as the public.

Training on Research Presentation I: The objective of this course is practical
training in techniques for creating research plans for overseas academic
investigations. We will discuss the research plans and try to help students
clarify the direction of their future research and the specific ways to go about
it, as well as teaching them skills for creating plans to do research in foreign
languages.

Training on Research Presentation II: The objective of this course is
practical training in techniques needed for presenting the results of one’ s
overseas research on one’ s own. Students will learn techniques for making
sophisticated oral presentations in a foreign language, and in doing so will
cultivate the necessary methods for self-expression and the foreign language
skills required of researchers.

International Research-Group Program for Graduate Students : Students will
gain an ability of research communication and management in organizing the
international collaborative research project and its workshop presentation on
various topics of Area Studies.

Environment and Infection : Understanding environmental factors as some
of the factors that affect the origin and transmission of human contagious
diseases, their interactions, and their relation to other factors.

Area Study and Comparative Politics : This course focuses on a wide range of
literatures on comparative politics. In keeping with the spirit of comparative
political science, most lectures involve a key paired comparison of two
countries. We will also demonstrate how paired comparisons are changeable,
given the types of questions one is pursuing. We will concentrate on six
countries in Southeast Asia: Indonesia, the Philippines, Malaysia, Vietnam,
Thailand and Burma. To fulfill the purpose of this course, we will discuss key
themes from a comparative perspective, including the study of institutions,
state formation and state-society relations, types of regime, political culture,
political economy, and resistance and revolution.

On-site Practical Language Seminar I: The goal of this course is to learn
the local language required to gain an overall understanding of the region.
Students will be sent to the oversea research institution most suitable for their
field of research, where they will receive highly specialized language training.

On-site Practical Language Seminar II': The goal of this course is to enhance
the students’ ability to express the results of their research in an international
context. Students will be sent to the oversea research institution most suitable
for their field of research, where they will receive highly specialized language
training.
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Introduction to Area Informatics : This lecture will explain how field data can
be collected and analyzed through case studies. In particular, it will discuss
how information in the field can be assembled and tabulated from several
sources such as: geographical information from satellite imagery; questionnaire
surveys through quantitative research methods; building narrative data from
informants; and generating records through participant observations by
qualitative research. These methods will help highlight and underline how the
field of Area Studies creates ‘Area images’ by the systematic integration of
various kinds of data.

Risk and Society : Human beings are all faced with the necessity to safeguard
their own existence against threats of nature such as those of infectious
diseases, and on the other hand, social problems such as conflicts or isolation.
In dealing with the risks that threaten people's lives, agreement has to be
reached to identify the nature of the problems and to bring about the required
actions among a range of people who have diversities in physical health, stage
in life cycle, social position, values, etc. In these lectures, we will investigate
this issue of risk and society, with reference to case studies in various regions
of Asia and Africa.

Language I (Thai I, II) : Acquiring knowledge of basic Thai conversation used
in everyday life and the Thai script in preparation for on-site research.

Language T (Indonesian I ): The objective of this course is to cultivate basic
language competence in Indonesian. This course is essentially for students
who have no previous experience studying Indonesian.

Language [ (Indonesian I ): The objective is to cultivate basic language
competence in Indonesian, building upon the content learned in Indonesian I.

Language I (Viethamese I, II'):The aim is to acquire basic communicative
ability in Vietnamese sufficient for fieldwork.

Language I (Vietnamese I ) : We will practice translating Vietnamese
documents that students need for writing their pre-doctoral thesis into
Japanese and improve the students’ ability to read Vietnamese.

Language I (Burmese I') : The purpose of this course is to learn the elementary
level of Burmese language. We will first study how to pronounce and write the
Burmese scripts, and then practice simple conversations using basic words and
sentence patterns.

Language I (Burmese IT') : The purpose of this course is to learn the elementary
level of Burmese language. We will practice how to pronounce correctly and
then learn how to carry simple conversations, using basic words and sentence
patterns.

Language I (Arabic I, 1) : The aim is to learn the basic grammar of modern
Arabic, the common language of Islam and the major language of the Middle
East and North Africa.

Language II (ArabicIIl, IV ) : The aims are to increase the students” knowledge
of the grammar of modern Arabic, the common language of Islam and the
major language of the Middle East and North Africa, and to improve their
reading ability.

Language I (Arabic V , VI ): The objective of this course is to help students
acquire the ability to read and interpret Arabic texts including background
information correctly, especially those that they need for their research.

Language II (Persian I) : Persian is one of the major languages of Islam, along
with Arabic. Students will study the basic grammar of Persian for half a year.
The objectives are to allow them to read elementary texts and to enable them
to carry on a minimum level of conversation in the field.

Language II (Turkish I) : Turkish is one of the major languages of the Middle
East and Islamic world along with Arabic and Persian. In this course, students
will learn elementary grammar of modern Turkish. The objectives are to
enable them to read elementary texts in modern Turkish and to carry on a
minimum level of conversation in the field.
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Language II (Hindi I, I ) : Hindi is the official language of the immense nation of
India, which is anticipated to play a major role in the world of the 21st century.
Students will learn elementary Hindi grammar and simple conversation. They
will also encounter India's rapidly changing contemporary society through
video and still images and other visual media. Not only students specializing
in classical Indian literature but also those who aspire to work in international
trade, the diplomatic corps, or technology specialists in the South Asian region
are urged to take this course.

Language II (Hindi I, IV ): This course is designed for those studying intermediate
and advanced Hindi grammar and uses various kinds of reading materials. It will
assist students to develop their ability to read and understand academic texts
written in Hindi on their own. Audiovisual materials may be used to develop
listening ability where appropriate.

Language 1II (Special Course in Hindi I): This course aims to instill high-level
of reading and listening comprehension skill in Hindi through exposure to
examples of the language as it is used in newspapers, academic writings,
poems and songs. By familiarizing one selves with various genres of Hindi
language, students are also expected to acquire high-level of communication
skill.

Language II (Special Course in Hindi II): This course aims to instill high-level
of reading and listening comprehension skill in Hindi through exposure to
living examples of the language as it is used in TV news, dramas, and films.
By familiarizing one selves with various genres of Hindi language, students are
also expected to acquire high-level of communication skill.

Language I (Nepali I, I) : Nepali is a language widely used in the Himalayan
and north Indian areas, including Nepal, Sikkim and Bhutan. This course
is mainly targeted to students who do fieldwork using Nepali. Students will
learn reading and writing the Devanagari script, basic grammar, and basic
conversation skills. With the help of audio-visual materials developed with
native speakers, we aim at correct and clear pronunciation. The learning
material will be arranged according to research needs of the students.

Language II (Sinhala I) : Sinhala, together with Tamil, makes the official
language of Sri Lanka. This course will introduce Sinhala script and basic
grammar, and its commonly used sentence patterns. The course will assist
students to acquire practical conversation skills for their fieldwork in Sri Lanka.

Language I (Swabhili T) : Swahili is the national language of Tanzania and
Kenya and is a major lingua franca in East Africa. The objective of this class is
to develop an understanding of elementary Swahili grammar including noun
classes as well as to acquire elementary reading ability by learning vocabulary,
basic sentence patterns, and actual conversational expressions.

Language I (Swahili I ) : Swahili is the national language of Tanzania and
Kenya and is a major lingua franca in East Africa. The objective of this class
is to deepen the students’ understanding of standard Swabhili grammar as well
as acquiring overall reading ability by learning new vocabulary and commonly
used sentence patterns.

Language I (Amharic I) : Amharic is one of the major languages of Ethiopia.
It has its own script and is widely used in the cities, especially in the state of
Ambharic and the capital city of Addis Ababa. The aim of this course is to learn
basic Amharic conversation, grammar, and script.

Language Il (Amharic I ) : It is fair to say that knowledge and communicative
ability in Ambharic is essential for fieldwork in Ethiopia. This course is intended
for students who have already learned basic Amharic grammar, and the aim
is to organize, deepen, and strengthen that knowledge, and enable students to
use Ambharic properly. Creation of this kind of firm foundation in Amharic is a
great help in extending one’ s communicative ability.

Language III (Hausa I) : Hausa language is used mainly in southern Niger
and northern Nigeria. People can communicate by Hausa language in urban
area in West Africa, and the number of speakers is recently increasing. The
objective of this course is to learn basic level of Hausa language which is
necessary for field research.

Language III (Luganda I) : Luganda is a language that is widely spoken in
Uganda. The purpose of the course is to learn practical Luganda. Students will
learn basic Luganda pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary, and useful phrases.
