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The above matter shall be handled as follows starting in the 2018 academic year.

◆On-site Practical Language Seminar I
1) This subject is for students in years 1 and 2 of the program.
2) Students apply for credit using the Fieldwork Report in the same way as for On-site Seminars I and II (check the applicable box). 
3) A stay of at least 40 days in duration is required for credit to be awarded.
4) Certification of language acquisition is conducted by a local counterpart, teacher at a language school, or an ASAFAS faculty member (using the designated Language Acquisition Assessment Form, available on the website). This should be submitted to the Student Affairs Office together with the Fieldwork Report. On this basis, the student’s supervisor shall then use a marking sheet provided by the Student Affairs Office to award a raw score (out of 100), which determines whether or not credit is granted.
5) A student who undertakes a fieldwork trip of 40 days or more, as mentioned above, and then continues the same fieldwork for a further 4 weeks or more, may earn credit for either Asian Area Studies / African Area Studies / Global Area Studies On-site Seminars I or II (in this case, the student must check the two boxes for applicable subjects when submitting the Fieldwork Report).
6) For international students only, credit for On-site Practical Language Seminar I may be awarded based on the approval of their main supervisor if the students undertake fieldwork within Japan or in another country apart from their home country in the course of producing their dissertation. However, no credit is awarded for the completion of Japanese language classes within Kyoto University. 

◆On-site Practical Language Seminar II
1) This subject for students in years 3 to 5 of the program.
2) Students apply for credit using the Fieldwork Report in the same way as for On-site Seminar III (check the applicable box).
3) Credit is awarded to graduate students who travel with the purpose of presenting a research paper (including question-answer and discussion) in a language other than Japanese at an international research conference. (International students are required in principle to present a research paper in a language other than their mother tongue, but should discuss with their main supervisors on a case-by-case basis whether or not a credit application is appropriate.)
4) After returning to Japan, students should submit the Fieldwork Report to the Student Affairs Office accompanied by the program of the international research conference, a copy of the paper they presented (or an abstract of the presentation), a copy of their certificate of attendance (if issued), and any other relevant materials. On this basis, the student’s supervisor shall then use a marking sheet provided by the Student Affairs Office to award a raw score (out of 100), which determines whether or not credit is granted.
5) A student who stays in a field site for 4 weeks or more in addition to the period of attendance at the international research conference may earn credit for either Asian Area Studies / African Area Studies / Global Area Studies On-site Seminar II or III (in this case, the student must check the two boxes for applicable subjects when submitting the Fieldwork Report).
6) Credit cannot be awarded for presentations at international research conferences held outside Japan as part of the Research Collaboration & Management Support Course for International Research Output Training provided by the Center for On-Site Education and Research (Shien-office) because priority in such cases is given to awarding credit for Student-initiated International Joint Research. If a student has already earned credit for Student-initiated International Research, a research presentation as part of the Research Collaboration & Management Support Course may be eligible for award of credit for On-site Practical Language Seminar II.
