(3) Before each paper and work in the aforementioned list, please indicate whether it is solely or jointly authored. 

(4) In the "References" section, please list all papers and other works listed in the "Method and Date of Publication" section (including pre-publication manuscripts that are currently under submission or at press). In addition, please include any of your existing papers or other works, including those currently under submission or at press, even if they are not directly related to the doctoral dissertation.

Important Notes on Preparing the List of Publications and Curriculum Vitae
(Student Affairs Department)

I. Common Items

1. Format and Paper
The format followed shall be the one stipulated in the Academic Degree Regulations of Kyoto University.
Use medium- or high-quality, white A4-size paper (as per Japanese Industrial Standards).
2. Method of Completion
[1] Use a word processor or computer to create a document that can be permanently stored. Use a black or blue ball-point pen for your signature. If you are using a name stamp, use the same one on all documents.
[2] Print accurately and clearly. Do not use phonetic equivalents or abbreviations when writing Chinese characters. 
[3] Correct any typos or missing characters and affix your correction stamp over the correction. If significant corrections are required, please create a new document.
[4] Use the prescribed form and bind on the left-hand side, leaving 2 cm for binding.

II. List of Publications
A. Main Thesis
1. Titles
[1] The title (and subtitle) must be the same as on the submitted dissertation. All capital and lower-case letters, italics and other formatting must be identical. 
[2] If your title is in a foreign language, be sure to include a Japanese translation in parentheses following the title.
[3] Please give a collective title to doctoral dissertations that are collections of several individually titled papers. Do not list each title separately.
[4] If your doctoral dissertation is a collection of individual papers published serially under a main title, do not list the sequence numbers (for example, "No. X" or "Vol. X") of each paper.
2. Method and Date of Publication 
[1] Publication refers to the act of publishing in books, academic journals, etc. (hereafter referred to as "published journals").
[2] Published journals must be academic materials preserved by universities or other academic organizations and available for viewing at any time.
[3] As a rule, the entire dissertation must be published as is in its entirety; however, minor revisions or the exclusion of sections that do not directly affect the content of the research are acceptable.
Your dissertation may also be considered "published" if the same content is published in another paper.
[4] You may publish your dissertation in sections depending on the structure of the parts and/or chapters or according to the content of the research.
[5] Even if a publication is self-funded with a limited readership, it may be treated as a publication for the purposes of making your dissertation publicly available as long as at least 100 volumes are distributed to universities or other academic organizations. In this case, you must attach a list of institutions to which copies were distributed.
[6] Be sure to list the date of publication, title of the published journal (including volume and issue numbers for journals), and name of the publisher for the publication that contains your entire dissertation. If you published your dissertation by parts and/or chapters, please list the methods and dates of publication for each part or chapter.
[7] If your dissertation (or parts/chapters) is considered "published" by another paper published separately under a different title, please include that title in parentheses.
[8] List the expected method and date of publication for an unpublished dissertation. If the date is not yet fixed by the time of application, write "to be determined" and issue a Report of Dissertation Publication once you have published your dissertation.
3. Number of Volumes
[1] List the number of volumes for each dissertation.
[2] If you are including appendices as separate volumes, add those to the number of volumes. If you are attaching appendices that are not in booklet form, be sure to include the following on each: "X Volume(s) (Appendix Attached)."
 
B. References
[1] As with the main thesis, list the title, (expected) method and date of publication as well as the number of volumes.
[2] Be sure to include all co-authors on joint works. E.g., Use "Co-authored by [number of authors] researchers, including [name of one of the authors]" for multiple co-authors.
[3] List all references if you have two or more. The order of items is up to you.
[4] If you used as references the papers listed in A-1 [4] mentioned above, do not omit the sequence numbers assigned to each title.
